I divided one fraction strip (rectangle) into 2 equal pieces and another fraction strip (rectangle) into 
12 equal pieces. I shaded 1 part of the first fraction strip (rectangle) and 7 parts of the second fraction strip (rectangle). I needed the sizes of the pieces to be the same, 
so I divided the 2 parts of the first fraction strip (rectangle) into 6 parts each; altogether this made 12 parts. 
This showed 6 of 12 parts and 7 of 12 parts being shaded. Altogether, this combined to 13 parts. There are 12 parts in one whole, so the answer
