This chart provides an alternative way of challenging students who are not engaged by the traditional KWL chart set-up. It works best with students who are more proficient in the language because it requires students to use complete sentences to write their responses. You could ask students to write less than complete sentences, but the metacognitive benefits may not be as strong.
