environment, but struggles when the size of an

object does not match the size of the given solid.

5. Student identifies 3-D solids in the
environment, but struggles to explain why
an object in the classroom is an example of
the given 3-D solid.

6. Student successfully analyzes geometric

attributes of 3-D solids, identifies 3-D solids in
the environment, and explains thinking.
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“The water cooler cup is a cone. When it is full, it

has one face and one vertex.”
