1. Student counts by 1s rather than grouping 

objects, but mixes up number sequence or 
does not coordinate number words with 
counting actions. 

 

2. Student accurately counts by 1s, but does 
not 
group objects. 

 

3. Student groups objects by 2s and skip-counts.
