3. Student names the unit fraction. 

 
“Each part represents one-sixth.” 

 

4. Student counts parts using  
unit fractions.  

 
“1 one-fourth, 2 one-fourths,  
3 one-fourths, 4 one-fourths”

“4 one-sixths of the apples  

are green.” 
 
 

8. Student compares fractions with 
the same denominator. 

 
“3 one-quarters is bigger than
