Traditional Bannock 

• 3 cups all-purpose flour  
• 2 tablespoons baking powder 
• 1 tablespoon sugar 
• 1⁄2 teaspoon salt 
• 1⁄2 cup oil 
• 3⁄4 to 1 cup water 

•  
1. Preheat the oven to 400 degrees F (200 degrees C). 

2. In a large bowl, combine the flour, baking powder, salt, and oil. 

Gradually mix in enough water to make soft but not sticky.  

3. Knead on a lightly floured surface for about 10 minutes. 

4. Bake for 15 to 20 minutes on a greased baking sheet until the
