in minutes, and the blink  
of an eye in seconds.” 

Reads time on an analogue and 
digital clock 

 
“It is 10 minutes after 9.” 

Understands relationships among 
time units  
 

“1 hour is 60 minutes. 
So, 2 hours is 120 minutes. 

1 minute is 60 seconds.
